CHRIST: THE CLEFT ROCK
(EXODUS 33:19-23)

PSALM 18:46 The Lord lives, and blessed be my rock; And exalted be the God of my salvation
ACTS 7:23 But when he was approaching the age of forty, it entered his mind to visit his brethren, the sons of Israel.

ACTS 7:25 And he supposed that his brethren understood that God was granting them deliverance through him, but
they did not understand.

EXODUS 2:15 When Pharaoh heard of this matter, he tried to kill Moses. But Moses fled from the presence of Pharaoh
and settled in the land of Midian, and he sat down by a well.

EXODUS 3:3-5 So Moses said, “I must turn aside now and see this marvelous sight, why the bush is not burned

up.” When the Lord saw that he turned aside to look, God called to him from the midst of the bush and said, “Moses,
Moses!” And he said, “Here | am.” Then He said, “Do not come near here; remove your sandals from your feet, for the
place on which you are standing is holy ground.”
